· WHEREAS The Agency, considering its organisational and managerial autonomy, may provide consultancy, collaboration, assistance, research and training services pursuant to Article 48, paragraph 8, letter c) and c-bis), of Law Decree No. 269 of 30 September 2003;
· WHEREAS Decision of Board of Directors No. 24 of 13 July 2012.
In view of the above, now THE PARTIES, as represented in the epigraph, AGREE AS FOLLOWS:
ART. 1

Preamble

ART. 2

subject matter

ART. 3

Contractual arrangements

Termination of the contract 
In the event of the Organiser's failure to fulfil its obligations under this Contract, the Agency has the right to terminate this Contract pursuant to Article 1454 of the Italian Civil Code. In such case, AIFA will require the Company to fulfil the Contract obligations within 20 days from the receipt of the warning through registered letter, without prejudice to the right to compensation for all damages suffered. 

In any case, this Contract will be considered terminated, for the following reasons:

1. in the event that the Organiser changes the programme without having notified the Agency in advance;

2. should the Organiser change the nature of the event.
ART. 8
Copyright
The teaching material provided by the Agency is to be considered for internal use at the event only.

Any reproduction and dissemination shall take place with the prior consent of the Agency and in compliance with Law No. 248 of 18 August 2000.
ART. 9
Processing of personal data
